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Wash strawberries carefully and pat dry with paper towel

Slice the stalk end off, so that the strawberry sits flat. Slice across each strawberry
about halfway up, with enough for the top of the strawberry to be a Santa hat

Whip the cream, vanilla and sugar together until stiff enough to hold up the
strawberry top ‘Santa hats’ being careful not to overdo it and turn the cream to
butter

Carefully place the cream mixture into a piping bag and snip off the end

To assemble the Santas, place the bottom of the strawberry Santa on a plate

Pipe the cream mixture on top of the strawberry, tall enough that you have room for
the face

Add the Santa hat on top of the body and then use the piping bag to add a little dot
of cream onto the top

Use the chocolate pieces to make the eyes

STRAWBERRY SANTAS

INGREDIENTS
150 ml heavy whipping cream

1/2 tsp vanilla essence

2 tsp caster sugar

2 punnets fresh strawberries

Chocolate pieces to decorate

INSTRUCTIONS

Mix in a spoonful of cream cheese to

your cream mixture to help with

firmness

TOP TIP



Heat the olive oil in a saucepan, add the onion
and fry, over a medium heat, for 3-4 minutes, or
until softened

Place the quartered Brussels sprouts into a pan
of boiling salted water and boil for 2-3 minutes,
then drain well

Add just over half of the sprouts to the pan with
the onions and fry for 1-2 minutes

Add the garlic and stir-fry for a further 1-2
minutes

Add the stock, cover with a lid and simmer for 4-
5 minutes

Take the pan off the heat and leave to cool
slightly

Purée the soup then stir in the cream and add
the remaining sprouts and most of the cheese,
simmer for 2-3 minutes or until the cheese has
melted

Pour into a serving bowls

Decorate each with a scattering of extra cheese
and serve

Season to taste

300g Brussels sprouts

2 Garlic cloves, crushed

BRIE BITES

INGREDIENTS

Preheat the oven to 190 degrees 

Grease a 24-cup cupcake tray

Roll out the puff pastry and cut into
24 equal rectangles

Press the pastry into the cupcake
tray, ensuring the edges form small
cups

Prick the bottom of the pastry with a
fork

Place a cube of brie into each cup
and top with a 1tsp of cranberry
sauce

500g Puff pastry
200g Brie cheese
Cranberry sauce

Freeze the brie for
15-20 minutes
for easier slicing

110g softened butter

110g golden caster sugar

2 large eggs

½ tsp vanilla extract

110g self-raising flour

METHOD

Pre heat oven to 180C/160C fan/gas 4 

Beat the softened butter and golden caster sugar together until pale and
fluffy then whisk in the eggs

Add the vanilla extract, self-raising flour and a pinch of salt

Whisk until just combined then spoon the mixture into the cupcake
cases

Fill a 12 cupcake tray with cases

Bake for approx. 15 mins until golden brown checking they are fully cooked
when a skewer inserted into the middle of each cake comes out clean. 

Leave to cool completely on a wire rack and decorate
